Templar are showing lots of 

interest in this subject: at the start of each lesson, we review our previous 

learning and add it to our working wall and the children are very keen to 

contribute to this topic. So far, we have learned about The Treaty of 

Versailles and how this impacted on Germany before Hitler came to power
